	The City of Arvin Planning Division has reproduced the State of California’s sample forms associated with the permitting of Advanced Energy Storage applications.  These forms are provided for reference only and information only.  

The City of Arvin requires that all plan submittals be prepared by an Electrical Engineer. 


	PLAN SUBMITTALS AND PROCESSING: 

	CHECK LIST FOR SUBMITTAL OF BUILDING PERMIT APPLICATIONS: Included, below, is the informational check list that identifies the required submittal of plans for the building permit application.  

BUILDING PERMIT APPLICATION:  The City of Arvin Building Permit Application is placed on the City’s Web Site for the customer’s utilization.  Please complete the application and submit the completed application with the Advanced Energy Storage plans prepared by an Electrical Engineer or equivalent qualified professional.   Please refer to the Check List for Submittal requirements.
PROCESSING OF BUILDING PERMIT APPLICATIONS:  Upon receipt of a completed building permit application, the required number of plans, and payment of fees, the Building Division will send the plans to the City’s plan checker.  The turnaround for the plan check review is approximately two weeks.   Should corrections be required by the plan checker, plans must be corrected and resubmitted and upon receipt, the plans will be forwarded to the plan checker for their second review and once completed, the plans will be sent to the Building Division.   You will be notified once the Building Division receives the plans.  
CHAPTER 15.42 RESIDENTIAL SOLAR:  The City of Arvin’s code section was adopted in 2015 which provided for expedited review of residential solar.  It is the intent of the City to update Chapter 15.42 to reflect the 2018 update to Government Code Section 65850.8.  Chapter 15.42 Residential Solar in on the City’s Website for customers information.  



	CITY OF ARVIN - CHECK LIST FOR BUILDING PERMIT APPLICATION



	To lower the turnaround time for plan check and review, the City of Arvin Building Division is requiring that all plans for construction projects including Addition, Tenant Improvement, and New Construction submit the MINIMUM information as follows:  
☐   1. Two (2) sets of identical plans, drawn to scale, which include the following:

a. A site plan showing the location of all property lines and existing and proposed structures.  The use of each structure and the distances between them and to the property lines must also be indicated.  An arrow indicating “North” is also required.  If applicable, show water well, septic tank and disposal field size and location.

b. A floor plan showing walls, the use of each room, and door and window sizes and types.  Critical dimensions shall be indicated.

c. Structural plans which include:

· foundation plan identifying footing locations, anchor bolts, and hold downs

· wall framing plan including required wall bracing

· floor framing plan showing size and spacing of floor joists, including beam and post size, and location 

· structural cross section(s) showing ceiling height, wall, ceiling, and roof assemblies, including framing members and interior and exterior finishes, foundation dimension, reinforcement, anchor bolt size, and spacing

· details of critical connections
d.
A plan that shows the locations of all required smoke & carbon monoxide detectors, interior and exterior lighting requirements, and at minimum, notes the requirements for GFCI, AFCI, and main electrical panel size and location.  (This could be shown on the floor plan).

e.
A plan that shows the location of water heater(s) and HVAC unit. (This could be shown on the floor plan.  A complete plumbing and mechanical plan is not required for residential projects unless of unusual construction.)

☐   2. Two (2) sets of structural calculations are required for buildings that are considered nonconventional construction. Unless specifically indicated otherwise by the Building Official, structural calculations shall include a complete vertical and lateral analysis.  All construction requirements shown in the calculations shall be reflected on the plans.  All structural calculations and plans shell be “wet” stamped and signed by a qualified architect or engineer licensed by the State of California.

☐   3.  Two (2) sets of Title 24 Energy Documents with a completed CF-1R form that clearly specifies the proper climate Zone, compliance option chosen, the computer performance output, and are fully signed.  An MF-1R form shall also be provided with all applicable energy requirements initialed/marked by the energy designer and all non-applicable energy items clearly indicated.  A WS-5R form should be provided for the finalized kitchen lighting schedule to verify compliance with total rated wattage requirements.

☐    4.  All additions small or large shall include all of the above and a floor plan that properly identifies the use of all existing rooms adjacent to the addition and the existing light and ventilation of each of these rooms. 

☐   5.  Other information is required such as property address or assessor parcel number, names and addresses of the owner, contractor, engineer/architect, and the applicant.

☐   6.  Contractors must provide Worker’s Compensation insurance information and a valid Contractor’s License, City Business License.


These are the minimum requirements for submittal; this is not a complete plan review list.  Other departments, agencies may be involved.  Additional items may be required.
